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Two New Books by Clay S. Jenkinson
The director of the Dakota Institute Clay 
S. Jenkinson has completed two new 
books in the fi rst half of 2011. 

The fi rst, a coffee table book on 
Theodore Roosevelt, is entitled A Free 
and Hardy Life: Theodore Roosevelt’s 
Sojourn in the American West. The 
12x13 inch book consists of 70 narrative 
vignettes about Roosevelt’s life, 
particularly his time in the badlands of 
Dakota Territory between 1883-1887. 
It includes a preface by the eminent 

historian Douglas Brinkley, as well as 
a long introductory essay by Jenkinson 
on the infl uence of the Dakota years 
on Roosevelt’s adult personality 
and leadership style. The book was 
published by The Dakota Institute 
Press, in cooperation with the Theodore 
Roosevelt Medora Foundation. The 
vignettes are based on interpretive 
panels Jenkinson wrote for the rooms of 
the new Rough Riders Hotel in Medora. 
The left hand pages of the book include 
historic photos of Roosevelt drawn 
from the collections of the Theodore 
Roosevelt Center at Dickinson State 
University. The book is being distributed 
by the Dakota Institute Press’ partner, 
the University of Oklahoma Press.

“Roosevelt’s Dakota years had a deeper 
impact on him than I reckoned when I 
moved back to North Dakota six years 

ago,” Jenkinson says. “I had always 
thought that his famous statement that 
he would never have been president 
were it not for his time in North Dakota” 
was a kind of generous throw-away 
sentence. But the more you look at it the 
more it seems to have been his actual 
conclusion. The West got under TR’s 
skin in a fundament way—all the way to 
the core of his soul. It transformed him 
from a New York dude into the exemplar 
of the strenuous life who has a place 
on Mount Rushmore. It also helped TR 
develop the conservation consciousness 
that changed the way the entire nation 
sees the West.”

Clay Jenkinson’s second book is a 
major study of the life and character 
of Meriwether Lewis. The Character 
of Meriwether Lewis: Explorer in the 
Wilderness will be issued at the end 
of the summer. It’s an examination of 
Meriwether Lewis’s sense of himself 

as an explorer, the ways in which he 
saw the great journey has “my late 
tour,” rather than the Lewis and Clark 
Expedition, and the effect the American 
wilderness had on his post-expedition 
life.

Jenkinson’s book focuses on the 
Missouri River phases of the 1804-06 

expedition. He believes that Lewis 
was most alive between April 7, 1805, 
when the expedition left Fort Mandan, 
and late August 1805, when the Corps 
of Discovery moved over the Rocky 
Mountains into the Columbia basin. 
“Lewis was a source-hunter in the 
manner of the search for the source of 
the Nile, the Mississippi, the Niger, the 
Congo, and the Amazon,” Jenkinson 
says. “When he drank from the 
fountain of the ‘mighty and heretofore 
deemed endless Missouri’ River, he 
had essentially completed his quest, 
and his energy level—if his journals are 
any indication—dropped dramatically 
thereafter.”

The Lewis & Clark Fort Mandan 
commissioned the eminent Lewis and 
Clark artist Michael Haynes to paint six 
original paintings to illustrate Jenkinson’s 
The Character of Meriwether Lewis. 
They explore what Jenkinson calls “the 
interior Lewis, the Lewis when no one is 
watching.” The paintings are marvelous, 
and they deepen the content of the 
book. The paintings will be on display at 
the Lewis and Clark Interpretive Center 
along with a new exhibit called Exploring 
the Mystery of Meriwether Lewis.

Lewis almost certainly committed 
suicide on October 11, 1809, on the 
Natchez Trace in Tennessee. Like most 
Lewis and Clark scholars, Jenkinson 
subscribes to the suicide theory. Two 
chapters in the book address the 
question of Lewis’s death. The fi rst, 
called “What a Falling Off Was There,” 
is a painstaking account of the last 
weeks of Lewis’s life. Jenkinson’s 
purpose was to write a comprehensive, 
detailed, and fair account of the events 
that led to the shooting at an obscure 
Tennessee hostelry. “My hope—almost 
certainly delusional—is that all Lewis 
and Clark lovers will agree that this 
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Institute to Publish Poetry

is a fair narrative of the events that 
led to the shooting,” Jenkinson 
says. “If I contribute anything to our 
understanding of Lewis, I want it to be 
that it is not absurd to think that a man 
of such gifts, such excellent prose, 
such promise, could also take his own 
life.” The second chapter, “Why?” is 
an attempt to make sense of what 
went wrong with Lewis’s life following 
the successful return of the Corps 
of Discovery in September 1806. 
Lewis had severe re-entry problems. 
A variety of scholars and historians 
have attempted to make sense of the 
post-expeditionary period of Lewis’s 
life. Some have said he had severe 
malaria. Others say he drank too 
much. One physician believes he had 
a severe form of syphilis. Stephenie 
Ambrose Tubbs, the daughter of the 
late Stephen Ambrose, believes Lewis 
might have suffered from Asperger’s 
Syndrome. 

Jenkinson’s analysis keys off on an 
insight of the Oregon nature essayist 
Barry Lopez. At a  Lewis and Clark 
College symposium, Lopez asked, 
“How far can you go out and still 
come back?” The sense Jenkinson 
has is that though Lewis and Clark 
made the same trip, they were on very 
different journeys. “Clark returned and 
effortlessly re-entered American life. 
Lewis returned and never found a way 
to re-integrate into American life. It’s 
a mystery. All good history is about 
mystery.”

Jenkinson hopes that The Character 
of Meriwether Lewis will become a 
foundation book for future studies of 
Lewis and Clark. “I may not be right 
about my analysis of Lewis and Clark, 
but I have tried hard to work from a 
close reading of the extant journals. 
I have tried to cleanse my mind of 
Lewis and Clark mythology, which has 
dominated the discourse for a very 
long time. I think I am on to the right 
themes and the right fault lines in the 

narrative as it has come down to us. 
Even when I am wrong, I hope the book 
will start a new conversation about this 
amazing man, without whose genius we 
would not have had a bicentennial of the 
expedition.”

The Character of Meriwether Lewis will be 
distributed by the University of Oklahoma 
Press. The Lewis & Clark Fort Mandan 
Foundation plans a series of launch 
events and book signings in North Dakota, 
Montana, and in Seattle and Portland.

Timothy Murphy is a major American 
poet who lives on the Great Plains, 
in Fargo. He is a fascinating and 
complicated man, a child of the northern 
prairie, who writes deceptively simple 
poetry. He is 
widely known 
and admired 
in Anglophone 
poetry circles, 
but not yet 
widely read 
in his home 
country. 
Murphy has 
been a grain 
and hog 
farmer, and, 
like Wallace 
Stevens, an insurance salesman, 
but the twin joys of his life are poetry 
and hunting.
Tim’s fi rst book to be published by 
The Dakota Institute Press, Mortal 
Stakes and Faint Thunder is a 
double book of poetry exploring 
faith, family, spirituality, death, 
farming, friendship, love and sexuality, 
all profoundly rooted in place—the 
Red River watershed, in North Dakota. 
Somehow it all tries to make sense of 
the windsweep of the northern plains, 
to explore how place shapes poetry and 
how poetry shapes one’s experience of 
place. The book is complemented by the 
woodcut art of Charles Beck.
Hunter’s Log, Murphy’s long-awaited 
book of hunting poetry, will also be 
published by the Press. With his faithful 

Labrador Feeney, Murphy wanders in 
deep snow along the windbreaks of 
the Sheyenne and Red River valleys, 
reciting poetry, and fi ring at the 
pheasants Feeney fl ushes. Murphy’s 
poetry is deceptively simple rhymed 
verse in the manner of his beloved 
Robert Frost.
Murphy sees hunting as a spiritual 
activity. His work has been heavily 
infl uenced by the Spanish philosopher 

Ortega y 
Gasset’s 
Meditation 
on Hunting. 
Indeed, the 
cover art 
and inside 
illustrations are 
provided by 
noted wildlife 
artist Eldridge 
Hardie, who 
also illustrated 
the defi nitive 
edition of 
Ortega. There 

is nothing cloistered in Murphy’s poetry. 
He tramps through the tall grass prairie 
of eastern Dakota and along the ridges 
and buttes that overlook the mighty 
Missouri, and he cooks up what he kills 
into exquisite stews and ragouts.
Murphy’s genius is to write poetry that 
is accessible to all, in rhymed verse, 
simultaneously simple and profound, 
and deeply imbued with spirit of place.

By Jeffery A. Carlson, Interpretive Program Coordinator
Perhaps the most tested of all skills 
during the Corps of Discovery’s trip 
to the Pacifi c and back was that of 
adaptability.

New programs will be 
added throughout the summer and 

will vary depending on when you visit.  
Whether young or old, expert or novice, 
there’s always something new to explore 
when it comes to Lewis and Clark! 

As always, after you have spent time 
investigating the expedition, be sure to 
take in our other exhibit galleries that 
help tell “the rest of the story.”  There, 
our interpreters can share the post-
expedition history of the Northern Plains, 
including a visual journey through Native 
American scenes of the early 19th 
century, as seen through the eyes of 
American painter George Catlin.

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September 11: Ten Years Later Symposium Set

The Dakota Institute of the Lewis & 
Clark Fort Mandan Foundation and 
Bismarck State College are collaborating 
in September on a free public 
humanities symposium to mark the tenth 
anniversary of the September 11, 2001, 
attacks on the United States.

The symposium, September 11: Ten 
Years Later, will be held at the Sidney 
J. Lee Auditorium on the campus of 
Bismarck State College September 9-11, 
2011. The theme of the symposium is 
the affect of the September 11 attacks on 
the American heartland.

It’s going to be an amazing series of 
events. Our purpose is to explore what 
happened ten years ago and how it 
changed America. Nothing in the last 
sixty years—not the Kennedy and King 
assassinations, not America’s moon 
landing in 1969, not Hurricane Katrina, 
not even the collapse of the Soviet 
Union—has transformed America as 
thoroughly as September 11. Our post 
World War II national experience can be 
said to pivot on 9-11-2001. The terrible, 
unforgettable events of that day have 
transformed the way we travel, the way 
we think about our place in the world, 
our attitudes towards Islam and Muslim 
people, the way we interpret the U.S. 
Constitution, our attitudes towards 
torture, our relations with European 
nations and Canada, our sense of 
security (and insecurity), and even our 
national sense of identity.   

We have a superb lineup of speakers: 
General Charles F. (Chuck) Wald (of 
Minot), former CNN anchor Chuck 
Roberts, Thomas Frank, the author 
of What’s the Matter with Kansas, 
members of the current and former North 
Dakota congressional delegations, North 
Dakota public offi cials, and many others, 
including Lorry Fenner, who served on 
the staff of the 9/11 Commission. We’ll 

provide live remote video reports (by 
North Dakotans) from Ground Zero, the 
Pentagon, and the fi eld near Shanksville, 
Pennsylvania, where United fl ight 
93 crashed. The Bismarck-Mandan 
Symphony Orchestra will perform a 
special 9-11 concert Saturday night at 
the Belle Mehus Auditorium featuring 
Mozart’s Requiem and music inspired 
(if that’s the right word) by the events of 
September 11, 2001. 

Friday, September 9, will be devoted to 
“What Happened on September 11?” 
and our immediate personal and national 
reactions. Saturday, September 10, 
will explore “How We Have Changed 
Because of the September 11 Attacks.”  
We are particularly interested in the 
impact of September 11 on the American 
heartland, including North Dakota. 
Although we are wired into the rest 
of the world now more than ever, and 
North Dakotans are sophisticated news 
consumers, the deep interior of North 
America is so far from the fl ashpoints 
and hotspots of the world that we 
sometimes wonder what all the fuss 
is about on the coasts and around the 
globe. We are embraced, for good or ill, 
by what might be called “the insularity 
of the heartland.” We will be exploring 
this theme with our presenters, some of 
whom are experts on the psychology of 
national crises and their aftermaths.

On Sunday, September 11, we will have 
an ecumenical spiritual gathering at 
Double Ditch Indian Village historic site 
north of Bismarck. There will be periods 
of silence at 7:46 a.m. (north tower), 

8:03 (south tower), 8:37 (the Pentagon), 
and 9:03 (the fi eld in Pennsylvania). 
Several religious leaders will be 
present—Christian, Jewish, Muslim, 
Native American. At approximately 9:30 
a.m., a special performance of Taps from 
three locations in and around Double 
Ditch will close the symposium. 

BSC and The Dakota Institute have 
created a special website for the 
symposium: www.bscsymposium.org. 
The site includes a complete schedule, 
bios of the speakers, registration 
information, and reading and video lists 
for those who wish to prepare for the 
symposium.
 
The September 11 symposium marks 
the third collaboration between BSC 
and the Institute. Several years ago 
the two institutions collaborated on a 
symposium about Prince Maximilian 
of Wied-Neuwied, who traveled up the 
Missouri River a generation after Lewis 
and Clark. Maximilian traveled with 
the Swiss artist Karl Bodmer, whose 
paintings of the upper Missouri country 
are regarded as the fi nest ever created 
in the pre-industrial era. Last year, BSC, 
The Dakota Institute, and the North 
Dakota Humanities Council collaborated 
on a huge public humanities symposium 
on North Dakota newsman and essayist 
Eric Sevareid. 

Many journalists and historians refer 
to September 11, 2001, as the Day 
Everything Changed. The United States 
was basking in the glow of the end of 
the Cold War, the fall of the Berlin Wall, 
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the implosion of the Soviet Union. One 
historian even suggested that we had 
reached “the end of history,” by which 
he meant that the entire world was 
moving into a fi nal steady state of liberal 
democracies, free speech and freedom 
of religion, benign capitalism, and 
global cooperation. The administration 
of George W. Bush was expected to 
maintain a mostly domestic focus—
lowering taxes, improving the business 
climate, increasing the quality of public 
education, etc. Suddenly, on a golden 
autumn day, radical Islamism crashed 
in on the seeming serenity of American 
life. People remember where they were 
when they heard the news. September 
11 ranks with the assassination of 
President Kennedy, the Challenger 
disaster, Pearl Harbor, and other searing 
moments in American history. 

Almost immediately afterwards, 
President Bush announced that the 
United States was entering a long, 

frustrating “War on Terror,” that might 
last for the rest of the generation. In 
short order the United States bombed 
Afghanistan, invaded Iraq, adopted the 
Patriot Act, resurrected Guantanamo, 
and struggled to fi t the new world 
disorder into the existing protections 
and separations of powers of the 
U.S. Constitution. After a brief period 
of national harmony and community, 
America descended into a period of 
intense partisanship, political bickering, 
and distrust. By any standard, the ten 
years that followed the unprecedented 
attacks has been one of the most diffi cult 
and most divisive in American history.

The Dakota Institute and BSC are 
working together to create a thoughtful, 
fair, open-minded, probing, careful, and 
humanities-based observance of the 
tenth anniversary of the September 11 
attacks. Our emphasis will be more on 
exploration than commemoration. It is 

our hope that with this retrospective we 
can shed light on the transformation of 
American in the decade since 9-11, and 
make sense of some of the dynamics 
that have both kept us safe as a people 
and yet strained many of the institutions 
at the center of the American heritage.

Citizens are urged to register early for 
what promises to be a heavily-attended 
symposium. The Dakota Institute and 
BSC are also seeking people’s stories 
about where they were, how they 
learned the news, what their immediate 
reactions were, and how their lives 
have changed in the interim. For more 
information, please consult our website:

The symposium will be co-hosted by 
Lewis & Clark Fort Mandan President 
David Borlaug and President Larry 
Skogen of Bismarck State. The event will 
be moderated by Clay Jenkinson.

The Lewis & Clark Fort 
Mandan Foundation has participated in 
the event the past several years, and 
this year, that partnership has taken on a 
new dimension.

Set for Wednesday, August 10, 
this year’s gathering will take on 
special meaning with the unfortunate 
cancellation of the North Dakota State 
Fair. With fl ood waters still plaguing the 
city, the Fair just couldn’t be staged. 
However, the grounds will be back in 
shape in time for the Festival, and the 
Foundation is helping to bring a big 
crowd to Minot to celebrate.

Foundation, with proceeds going to 
our benefi t.

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Our Story 2.0, an Upgrade of the Interpretive Center Exhibits

Tell me a fact and I’ll learn. Tell 
me a truth and I’ll believe. Tell 
me a story and it will live in my 
heart forever. - American Indian 
Proverb states Without clear 
purpose, interpretation is no 
different from entertainment.  
The Lewis & Clark Fort 
Mandan Foundation’s mission 
provides the purpose behind 
all interpretation at our sites.  
Our mission points us in the 
direction we want to go – to be 
the premiere interpretive facility 
on the Lewis & Clark Trail. At 
the Lewis & Clark Interpretive 
Center, we want to provide 
visitors with more than factual 
information.  We hope to tell 
a story with a deep message 
and connect our visitors to the 
many resources exhibited in our 
displays.
  

Along with our exhibit 
renovation partner 
Taylor Studios, Inc. and 
utilizing the Foundation’s 
collections, we have been 
working on creating a 
positive visitor experience 
full of object based learning 
opportunities.  Many of 
the physical changes to 
the Interpretive Center are 
complete in anticipation of 
new interpretive exhibits.  
Slated for installation this 
December and the following 
January, these exhibits will 
tell our stories in a mixture 
of ways. The vignettes of 
the new exhibit will immerse 
visitors in our stories using 
lights, audio and our world 
class collection of objects. 
The Lewis & Clark The popular cottonwood dugout canoe will continue to be a central feature of the new 

Lewis and Clark gallery.

Visitors will be able to paint their own portrait of Chief Four Bears in one of the many 
interactive components of the exhibits.
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Interpretive Center will be distinguished 
from all others through the emphasis on 
Enlightenment values.  The Center will 
interpret how these values infl uenced the 
expedition’s genesis and objectives.  

As visitors enter the Interpretive Center 
the cast from all galleries, in the form 
of large scrim banners, greets them 
and ushers them into the Lewis & Clark 
Gallery.  The fi rst of the many vignettes, 
The Corps Object Theater, provides a 
multisensory experience.  Visitors will 
feel as though they are in the Peale 
Museum in Philadelphia, hear the voices 
of Jefferson & Lewis, and learn the 
basics of Enlightenment values.  This 
exhibit demonstrates how Jefferson’s 
Enlightenment values informed the 
Corps of Discovery. 
  
As visitors move through the gallery 
they fi nd a column of objects reaching 
toward the ceiling.  
Representations of the 
supplies transported 
by the Corps, these 
objects highlight daily 
survival equipment and 
items used as gifts and 
diplomacy.  Adjacent 
to the Supplies exhibit, 
visitors will experience 
the Knowledge of the 
Day which interprets, 
through audio and visual 
means, the resources 
the Corps of Discovery 
had at their disposal. 
 
The primary purpose of 
the Corps of Discovery 
is related in the next 
section of the exhibit.  
Visitors experience 
the journals of the 
Corps through touch-
activated sound where 
they are absorbed in 
the Expedition as the 
Corps members relate 

their journal entries from Saint Louis to 
Fort Mandan.  Subsequent vignettes 
in this gallery address interaction with 
native people, the environment of Fort 
Mandan, the history that was preserved, 
packaged and sent back to President 
Jefferson.

The Lewis & Clark Gallery experience 
is rounded out with panels and exhibits 
on Sacagawea, the Corps journey into 
the unknown and their return trip.  Our 
dugout canoe fi nds a new home among 
the stunning images of Michael Haynes 
and a life cast fi gure of an expedition 
member at work.

The extension of Enlightenment values 
are conveyed in the new addition of 
our Maximilian and Bodmer story.  The 
images of Karl Bodmer are the backdrop 
for the ethnographic work done by the 
Prince of Wied.  Interspersed among the 
imagery of Bodmer, the tools of each 

key character’s trade (naturalist, artist, 
and hunter/taxidermist) are displayed.  
An entire wall of the exhibit area is 
dedicated to Maximilian’s desire to 
document the cultures of the “vanishing 
frontier.” 

Before exiting the Maximilian & Bodmer 
exhibit, visitors will have the opportunity 
to test their observational skills.  An 
earthlodge diorama creates a venue 
for visitor interaction.  Placed inside the 
diorama, interactive kiosks invite visitors 
to “paint” a scene or join a memory and 
observation challenge.  The fi nal exhibit 
in this area ends with a rotating display 
of the Foundation’s collection of Bodmer 
aquatints – an amazing sight for visitors 
who have just learned about the journey 
to create them.

In the next issue of our newsletter, we 
will introduce you to Our First Farmers 
gallery and the Centennial Farms display 
and kiosk.

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Nothing Like This in Our Foundation History

Having served as Foundation chairman 
from its inception until becoming a full 
time president in the year 2000, I have 
had the privilege to preside over the 
growth of a remarkable organization. 
From a 5,000 square foot interpretive 
center in 1997 to what will soon be a 
20,000 square foot world-class center of 
arts and culture, it’s been an incredible 
experience. 

With all of our accomplishments, nothing 
is quite like the heroic effort that, over 
four days, resulted in the complete 
evacuation of Fort Mandan and the 
Headwaters Fort Mandan Visitor Center 
and the construction of a nine-foot berm 
with sandbags to protect both facilities. 
In addition to our own management and 
staff, dozens of volunteers from near and 
far rushed to our aid, fi lling and placing 
sandbags, operating equipment, or 
bringing food and water.

This outpouring of support now includes 
the fi nancial support that has come in 
following the mailing of nearly 5,000 
letters of appeal for assistance during 
this time of special need. I can’t express 
strongly enough how heartwarming 
all of this has been for all of us in the 
Foundation, including our board of 
directors. 

Coming just as we are about to launch 
into the more public phase of our 
$6 million capital campaign to fund 
our expansion and new exhibits, this 
catastrophe was very unfortunate. The 
good news is that we have protected our 
valuable assets. The physical structures 
are safe, thank goodness. The bad news 
is that until the waters recede and the 
ground begins to dry, we won’t know the 
magnitude of the cleanup to come.

We are expecting to be faced with 
hundreds of dead cottonwoods in our 

riparian forest, a great loss. As many 
dead fi sh will likely be found in the 
swampy area of Fahlgren Park, as well 
as the entire area below Fort Mandan. 
Dealing with all of this will be daunting. 

However, our troubles pale in 
comparison with the devastation felt by 
thousands in Minot, Bismarck/Mandan, 
Devils Lake and yes, those living 
along the Missouri River right around 
Washburn. This is turning into a summer 
of trial and tribulation for many.

Reading this newsletter, you’ll discover 
that our work has continued, undeterred 
by calamity. Books have been 
published with more coming. Another 
fi lm documentary is in the works. A 
symposium refl ecting on 9/11, ten years 
later, will be staged with Bismarck State 
College. And our interpretive program, 
the core of our mission, has been greatly 

expanded, including daily programs 
enjoyed by our visitors.

Now, more than ever, we are counting 
on your support to see us through 
times that are at once both terrifying 
and exhilarating. If you would like me to 
visit with you about how you can help 
us achieve our ambitious goals, please 
get in touch. It is my great joy to ensure 
that the resources, including fi nancial, 
are in place to keep us growing. It all 
started with a humble interpretive center. 
Next summer, as we celebrate the 15th 
anniversary of that modest beginning, 
we will unveil a grand new facility that 
will take your breath away.

I look forward to hearing from you and 
sharing how we are truly changing the 
way the world looks at North Dakota, 
and the great stories we get to tell. 
Thank you!
